6. O pray for the peace of Je-ru-salem : they shall pros-per that love
thee.

7. - | Peace be with-in thy walls : and plenteousness within thy
palaces.

8. For my breth-ren and com-pan-ions’ sakes : I will wish thee
pros-perity.

9. Yea, because of the house of the Lord our God : I will seek to do thee
good.
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
